Four members of the MN China
riendship Garden Society, Linda Mealey-
ohmanm, Brendn Fong, Bill Zajicek, and
omi Slowiak; traveled o Changsha,
lunan Province, China, in October 2015

to join St. Paul Mayor Chris Colemian’s
eight-person delegation there.

Since 1988, Changsha has been St.
Paal's sister city in China. The purpose
of the China Garden Society’s trip was to
further its mission of building a Chang-
sha-style China Garden at Phalen Park,
which was approved as part of the park’s
master plan in 2071, The wdea of creating &
China Friendship Garden in Minnesota was
seeded by Professor C.C. Hsiao and Linda
Mealey-Lohmann in 2000, and the China
Garden Society was co-founded in 2005,
Phalen Park is the home of the annual
Dragon Festival (July) and the site of the
“Meditation” sculpture by Changsha astist
Master Lei Yixin. Lei is also the artist who
carved the Martin Luther King Jr. Stane of
Hope Memorial in Washington, D.C.

The group visited many Changsha
CGrardens to view the architectural style and
landscape designs, including a visit to the
famous Aiwan Pavilion at Yoelu Mountain,
A highlight of the trip wasithe signing of a
Sister Friendship Park Agreement between
Phalen Park and Yanghu Wetlands Park,
lotated m Changsha, The Sister Friendship
Park Agreemnent Opens the way for Tuture
cultoral exchunges.

The Ching Garden Society group also
traveled to Feng Huang Phoenix Ancient
Village and smaller villages 10 conduct
research on Hmong (Migo) culture, one
of the main ethnic groups in the Changsha
area. The Hmongs in Minnesota claim the
Changsha area as their ancestral home.
